Mr. Smith explained his delegation was in attendance to address Council regarding
the need for a Peer Review of the Smart Centres Tate report, as recommended at the
Committee of the Whole Meeting of March 2, 2009. Mr. Smith referred to the
Laurentian Valley urbanMetrics inc. document Peer Review of Tate Economic
Research Wal-Mart Retail market Demand and impact Analysis provided to

Council. Mr. Smith noted Wal-Mart voluntarily reduced the size of the expansion

space and the reasoning for the reducation was attributed to cost savings in

construction, operation of a smaller building and the ability to execute their

program with a smaller footprint. Mr. Smith further noted the Peer Review
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performed for Laurentian Valley discovered that the conclusions were in fact valid.
Mr. Smith requested that Town Council cancel the request for a peer review, and
approve the zoning change. Councillor Burton noted his decision to approve a peer
review did not rest solely on the information regarding Laurentian Valley, but rather
as a practice of due diligence. Councillor Willmer noted his satisfaction with the
planning issues, however, felt that a peer review of the economic analysis would be
in the best interests of the Town. Reeve Stack noted his opinion that a peer review
would find similar results and that he approved of the official plan and zoning

amendment.
