(i) Motorized Conveyance

'point of reception' means any point on the premises of a person where

sound or vibration originating from other than those premises is
received.

(2) Zones
In this By-Law

{a) Residential Area
‘residential area’ means those areas of the Municipality specified as
follows:
- those areas of the municipality zoned for residential use in any
by-law in force from time to time passed pursuant to Section 35

of The Planning Act, R.S5.0. 1970, Chapter 349, or any predecessorr

or successor of that Section;

(b) Quiet Zone

‘quiet zone' means those arsas of the municipality specified in
Schedule "A", attached hereto.

General Prohibitions

No person shall emit or cause or permit the emission of sound resulting

from an act listed herein, and which sound is clearly audible at a point of
reception:

1. Racing of any motorized conveyance other than in a racing event
regulated by law.

2. The operation of a motor vehicle in such a way that the tires squeal.
3. The operation of any combustion engine or pneumatic device without
an effective exhaust or intake muffling device in good working order

and in constant operation.

4. The operation of a motor vehicle horn or other warning device except

where required or authorized by law or in accordance with good safety

practices.

Prohibitions by Time and Place

No person shall emit or cause or permit the emission of sound resulting

from any act listed in Table 3-1 if clearly audible at a point of reception
located in an area of the municipality within a prohibited time shown for such
an area.

6. EXEMPTION OF TRADITIONAL, FESTIVE OR RELIGIOUS ACTIVITIES

Nothwithstanding any other provision of this by-law, this by-law does not
apply to a person who emits or causes or permits the emission of sound or
vibration in connection with any of the listed traditional, festive,
religious and other activities:

(1) The use of bells or chimes normally associated with church activities.

(2) Parades authorized by the Town of Arnprior.

(3) Fireworks displays authorized by the Town of Amprior.

(4) All activities associated with the Arnprior Fair.

(5) Sporting, recreational and entertainment events in public parks or
municipal buildings.

(6) Musical and other performances in public parks, municipal buildings,
or place of worship.

(7) Special neighbourhood social activities on streets or other public
land authorized by the Town of Arnprior.

7. SEVERABILITY

If a court of competent jurisdiction should declare any section or part
of a section of this by-law to be invalid, such section or part of a
section shall not be construed as having persuaded or influenced Council
to pass the remainder of the by-law and it is hereby declared that the
remainder of the by-law shall be valid and shall remain in force.

8. PENALTY

Every person who contravenes any of the provisions of this by-law is
guilty of an offence and shall, upon conviction thereof, forfeit and pay a

penalty of not less than $25.00 arnd not more than $1,000.00, exclusive of
costs and every such fine is recoverable under the Provincial Offences Act.

GRANT OF EXEMPTION BY COUNCIL

(1) Application to Council

Notwithstanding anything contained in this by-law, any person may make
application to Council to be granted an exemption from any of the
provisions of this by-law with respect to any source of sound or
vibration for which he might be prosecuted and Council, by resolution,
may refuse to grant any exemption or may grant the exemption applied for "
or any exemption of lesser effect and any exemption granted shall |
specify the time period, not in excess of six months, during which it is’
effective and may contain such terms and conditions as Council sees fit.

(2) Decision
In deciding whether to grant the exemption, Council shall give the ,
applicant and any person opposed to the application an opportunity to be |
heard and may consider such other matters as it sees fit.

(3) Breach

Breach by the applicant of any of the terms or conditions of any
exemption granted by Council shall render the exemption null and void.
